39 Now, I’m not here as a 

impersonator of Christianity. 
I’m not here as a deceiver. I’d 
be home with my family today, 
enjoying what few days I have 
home. I come here because I 
have a message in my heart 
that I want to produce to you 
all, or to introduce to you all, 
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rather. And that’s why I come. 
I love you, and I realize that 
someday I’ve got to give an 
account for every word in 
every meeting that I ever held.

And the 
little fellow got nervous all at 
once. No one could see 
nothing. Why? This little lamb 
just felt uneasy and just kept 
looking around. He didn’t 
know what to do. He’d reach 
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down and get his mouth full of 
grass, and he’d look around. 
He didn’t know what to do. 
Walking through the glass 
right not far from him come a 
big black mane lion slipping 
up. He couldn’t see it. There 
was no way for him to see it, 
but instinct told that little lamb 
that danger was at hand. He 
was nervous. He was restful. 
Hadn’t shot the lamb—lion, 
he’d have got the lamb. But 
there was the lion slipping up 
on this little, poor little fellow

41 Look at little ducks. 
They go up here in your 
northland. In the—in the 
springtime, they fly up there. 
They get on the marshy 
ponds, and there they lay their 
eggs and hatch out their little 
ones. All summer they’re on 
that pond. Out of that little 
duck, there’s a drake, a little 
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drake born that’s actually 
borned a leader. Every duck 
on the pond knows he’s a 
leader. They know it. 

And just as soon as the first 
little cold breeze begins to set 
in in the early September, and 
that little frost begins to hit the 
top of the mountains yonder in 
there. That little drake will run 
right out on the middle of that 
pond, stick that little honker of 
his up in the air, and honk four 
or five times, and every duck 
on the pond will come to him. 
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That’s right. And what will he 
do? He will… 

42 He’s never been off of 
that pond. He don’t know 
nothing else but that pond; 
that’s all he knowed. He was 
born there that spring. He’s 
been raised and fed on that 
pond. He never was off of it. 
But he will raise right up there 
and go just as straight to 
Louisiana as he can go 
without an compass, without 
nothing. Why? It’s instinct. 
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Every duck knows their 
leader. They know he’s the 
leader. No matter which way 
he goes, they’ll follow him. 
Ducks if with instinct know 
how to follow their leader, but 
men with the Holy Ghost fails 
to follow his Leader. If a duck 
ought to know and has sense 
enough to know to follow his 
leader from danger to safety, 
how much more ought a 
Christian to follow the Leader, 
the Holy Spirit, that’ll lead you 
from danger. 
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43 The whole world’s a 
shaking. I go into Germany. 
“Oh, what will we do.” I go into 
India, “What are we going to 
do?” I go into Switzerland, 
everywhere. “What are we 
going to do?” The whole world 
is shaking. 

The United States is 
shaking. The great bureaus 
and so forth in the great 
Pentagon, and all of that 
investigating supernatural 
things. Flying saucers, what 
are they? Oh, they say, “We 
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seen little men in them,” all 
kinds of stories. They try to 
deny it, but they’re there. 
Why? God said that there’d be 
signs in the heavens above 
and in the earth. We got it. 
They’re afraid. 

44 Last week you seen the 
big lines in the paper, all 
through Tennessee and down 
there. I seen in your paper the 
other night where this general 
said that a—an attack on the 
United States was easy to 
happen. Sure, certainly. 
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They’re getting out private 
watchers to watch the skies 
for planes. What’s the matter? 
Everybody’s shaking. 

They’re trying now, figuring 
on moving the White House 
and all its cabinets down in 
Kentucky, back into them 
caves and things. What’s the 
matter? The lamb is a shaking 
because the lion is coming up. 
Everybody knows that’s 
sensible and got good mental 
powers and reasonings, know 
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that something’s fixing to 
happen. 

And if you’ll look in this 
blessed old God’s Book, it 
predicts these things to be. 
We’re here at the end road. 
And friends, it behooves you 
to set down and take 
inventory of yourself and to be 
sure. 

45 If you went to the 
restaurant and took a bowl of 
soup and it had a fly in it, 
you’d kick it away. And—and 
what a fuss you’d raise with 
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the man, “I’ll never eat in this 
place again, if that’s the way 
you cook your food.” 

You’ll watch that little body 
of yours that nothing bad goes 
into it, but poke any kind of 
poison there is in your soul. 
That’s right. 

Let it come from the Word 
of God; don’t take any petty, 
soft glove thing. We need to 
take off our shirts and preach 
the Gospel (That’s right.), the 
power of God unto salvation. 
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And stand on God’s Word and 
His promises. 

We see the Bible said that 
these things would happen. 
He said in the last days there 
would be scoffers making fun, 
and pointing their fingers, and 
saying there’s no such things 
and the days of miracles is 
past. But He said He’d have a 
church that signs and 
wonders would be following 
after it. We got it.

All 
our atomic bombs and 
everything ain’t going to help 
one thing.

80 And how did His ministry 

start, and how did it finish?

But 
when he got in the Presence 
of the Lord Jesus, when he 
found where He was, come up 
into His Presence, Jesus said,

83 Now, if you’d have been 
standing there, do you think 
you’d have been spiritual 
enough to have understood 
Who that was? You think you 
would have done it? Now 
watch. See? That Man, just a 
Stranger, a fi-…there, He 
might have been a fisherman. 
He was a carpenter, is what 
He was. This carpenter Man 
standing there, middle-aged 
Man. And up come this man. 
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He looked at him, like one of 
these men here, said, “Behold 
an Israelite in whom there’s 
no guile.” Well, how’d He 
know he was an Israelite?

87 And that’s the reason I 
believe that the Church of the 
living God is going to see a 
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greater thing than this. It’s 
fixing to step right into it now, 
shortly, see, because they 
have believed it. Those who 
have rejected it, because of 
denominational barriers, I 
doubt whether they’ll ever 
believe anything. See? 
Things…You’ll either walk in 
Light or be blind. Light blinds, 
or either shows the path. 

88 Little birds, I found, at 
the Statue of Liberty. Be sure 
to see that, Brother Thoms, 
when you go up, see. They 
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beat their brains out, against 
there. And I said, “What was 
the matter?” 

89 Said, “Instead of 
following the light, in the 
storm, to safety, they tried to 
beat the light out. They kill 
themselves.” 

90 That’s the only thing that 
happens when you beat 
against Light, you kill yourself, 
spiritually. Just walk in the 
Light as He is in the Light, 
then we’ll have fellowship one 
with another, all churches will 
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believe and go on and enjoy 
the blessings of God. 
Wouldn’t that be wonderful?

45 It was the late Adolf 

Hitler who give to the German 
people a sign that he was a 
genius, he knowed all about 
military life. And, without 
discrediting him, he did know 
much about it. But he assured

47 It was Nebuchadnezzar 
who built the walls of Babylon, 
and then bragged about it. So 
great, that, six head of horses 
and chariots could race 
around the walls. Its gates 
was so big, until men sweated 
their life out of them, pounding 
the brass into gates that 
weighed hundreds of tons; in 
the great city, they taken 
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companies of man to swing 
them open. No one could 
touch Nebuchadnezzar. But 
one night, in a drunken stew, 
thinking that they were safe 
behind their scientific walls, 
with the weapons of their day, 
there come a Hand writing on 
the wall. And it was ended. 

48 Oh, how man has tried 
to carry man to safety, to push 
himself on to safety, by his 
own signs of achievement. It 
seems like, because that men 
seek for a sign, there must be 
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some reason for it; something 
within a man that would call 
for a reason or a sign, from 
somewhere, that he could be 
safe. 

49 Then God spoke up, 
said, “I’ll give them an 
everlasting sign. I’ll give the 
Church an everlasting sign.” It 
wasn’t to be a great wall or a 
tower. He said, “A virgin shall 
conceive, and bear a Son, 
and call His Name ‘Immanuel.’ 
That will be God’s Eternal 
sign.” How simple! How little! 
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50 Do you understand that 
it’s the little things that you 
pass over and omit, that mean 
so much to God? Can the 
church conceive that this 
morning? In our achievement 
as organization, and his great 
buildings and masterpieces, 
we’re omitting the little things 
that mean so much to God 
and so much to our Eternal 
destination. We omit those 
thing. 

51 God saying, that, “I’ll 
give you an Eternal sign. A 
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virgin shall conceive, and bear 
a baby.” 

52 Why, why a baby, why 
should it be a—a baby? The 
Creator Himself must come 
and live in His creation, to be 
a sign to man? Why should it 
be a baby? Why couldn’t He 
have said, “I’ll build a great 
ladder, and all of you…like 
Jacob’s dream. Or, I’ll drop 
from the Heaven, from the 
corridors of Heaven, a string, 
and give you strength, that, 
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when you hook yourself into it, 
I’ll lift you up”? 

53 But, He come so simple. 
And said, “A baby will be born. 
That will be a sign. Not only 
will it be a sign, but it’ll be a 
super sign.” A baby! Why, the 
intelligence of science would 
laugh in the face of such a 
thought. But, to God, it was a 
super sign. “A virgin shall 
conceive, and this baby will be 
called Immanuel, which by 
interpretation will be, ‘God 
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with us.’” That’s the super 
sign. 

54 God of Heaven, living 
with people, is the super sign. 
It would be not a sign only for 
that day, but for this day and 
for all days, that God lives 
with His people. Immanuel, 
God with us, this is the super 
sign. This is the Eternal sign, 
the everlasting sign, God 
gave. 

55 And why did He become 
dust, the very dust of His Own 
creation? The Creator 
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became that, dust of His 
creation. 

56 Man trying to do great 
big thing. But, when God gave 
a sign, it was a little thing. 
Man try to deal with big 
affairs. God deals with small 
affair. Man tries to say, 
“Because everyone goes this 
a way, let us do like they do in 
Hollywood.” God wants the 
minority. He wants to—to omit 
all the big things, to receive 
the little one.

42 There has been many 

lives saved because of 
preparation for storms. And 
there has been a many of 
lives lost because of failing to 
take heed to the warning of 
storms that’s coming. 

43 Not long ago, I was told 
of a story that happened, I 
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believe I read it in a 
newspaper down in Florida. 

44 They have many great 
storms that sweeps through 
Florida, typhoons that come in 
off the sea, and brings the 
water (for city blocks) up into 
the city, and sweeps out 
everything. And I’m told that 
their weather prophets are 
always on the lookout for such 
storms. And some way, 
through the—the elements, 
that they can contact the 
changing of the weather and 
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the atmosphere, that, which a 
way this weather is gathering, 
that will bring forth one of 
those storms; because they’ve 
made it a life study, and by 
certain instruments and things 
that science has provided 
them. And then by calling 
ahead, and hearing of which a 
way the storm is coming, how 
much wind it’s got behind him;

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45 I could stop here and 
preach for an hour on that, 
that it takes a greater storm 
that’s coming, it takes a higher 
wind to turn that storm. And 
so is it today! And we all know 
that we’ve got an oncoming 
storm. And the only Wind that 
I know, that can turn that 
storm, will be that rushing 
Wind that fell on the Day of 
Pentecost. I’m told that there 
is men even in the city now, 
speaking against communism, 
and they should be. But, just 
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speaking against it isn’t 
enough, we’ve got to find how 
to turn the thing. And then 
there is only one thing that 
can turn that storm, and, 
that’s, a more powerful Storm 
that can beset it and change 
its course. 

46 And these prophets of 
the weather in Florida are 
pretty accurate with their 
prophesying. They are set for 
that purpose, to warn the 
people. 
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47 I was reading, I forget 
just now, I believe it was in the 
newspaper, of a storm a few 
years ago, that was on its way 
across Florida, central Florida, 
and all the regions around 
Okeechobee was—was 
warned. I just left there about 
five weeks ago. And there 
was a neighbor man who kept 
in contact with radio all the 
time, because of these 
storms, and he was a very 
renown Christian. And he 
heard that the great typhoon 
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was coming that way, twisting 
down trees, and everyone 
was warned to get to safety. 

48 And he thought of his 
neighbor who had a chicken 
farm, and some light buildings 
with their chickens in them, 
their brooder houses, and so 
forth, and their pens. Where, 
all that they had in life was 
tied up with these chickens, of 
their living. And he rushed 
quickly, frantically, up to the 
gate, and stopped his car and 
jumped out, and said to this 
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fellow, “Take all the chickens 
and put them in your storm 
shelter, and you rush over to 
mine, because there is 
coming a typhoon or a storm 
that’s going to twist everything 
down.” 

49 And the man stood and 
looked him in the face, and 
laughed at him, and said, 
“Nonsense! I have heard them 
predict such things before, 
and it never did happen.” 

50 And the Christian 
neighbor was so excited, he 
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said, “But what if it does 
happen?” 

51 We hear remarks like 
that, along the line, “I’ve heard 
of this is going to happen, and 
that’s going to happen.” But it 
is going to happen one of 
these days! And it behooves 
us to listen to every warning. 

52 But this man said, “I 
have no time for such 
foolishness. I raise chickens, 
and I have no time for such.” 

53 And he cried out! The 
neighbor said, “In the Name of 
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God,” he said, “leave those 
chickens alone then, John, 
and come quickly, you and 
your family. If you don’t want 
to believe it, let your family 
come.” 

54 And he said, “I will not 
have my children to be excited 
over a few radio warnings. My 
children and I have decided 
we’ll live as I live. And my wife 
will listen to me because I am 
the breadwinner of this home, 
and she must listen to me. I 
am boss here, and I will not 
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have my children all excited or 
tore up about some 
nonsense.” 

55 And the neighbor was 
turned, And he went to his 
home, into his shelter. 

56 And, all of a sudden, the 
clouds was upon him before 
they knew it! That’s the way 
judgment strikes. It comes so 
sudden, you wonder how it 
can get there so quick. How I 
have seen cruel men, who 
once cursed God, fall and 
scream, and say, “How could 
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You treat me this way?” The 
whole, every foundation was 
swept out from under him in a 
moment. It pays to take 
warning. 

57 Oh, you might laugh at 
the messenger, you might be 
able even to kill him. But, you 
cannot kill the Message, It’ll 
go on just the same. God’s 
Message is Eternal. His 
Words will never fail. 
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
